_/ Wash water-soluble paints from

the brush with water and vegetable soap. Also
clean synthetic fibre brushes with vegetable soap
(order number 4033)

In this way you clean away residual pigments from
the edges of the ferrule.

Please do not forget:

Form the brush into its original shape and always
allow it to dry thoroughly. The brush will thank you
with its elasticity and smoothness.
